The heart and soul ofany high-petfor-
manee automobile is the engine. 
With this in mind, Ford9s Special Vehicle 

Team raised the output ofthe Mustang 
GTs HO V-8 with the addition offree-
breathing GT-40 cylinder heads, an intake 

manifold with larger diameter runners, 
a large-bore throttle body, and valvetrain 

improvements. Electronicfuel injectors 
with higher maximumflow ratings were 

also specified. The Cobra9s EEC-IVengine 
control computer wasprogrammed 
to deliver235 horsepower at 4600 rpm 

with snappy response, respectablefuel 
economy, anda clean exhaust. 

To handle the Cobra9s potent strike, 
several driveline components are 

upgradedfrom standard specification. 
The clutch assembly has 

more torque capacity 
and lowerJ)edal effort. 
Gears in the close-ratio 

five-speed transmission are 

phosphate coatedfor 
longeiity A higher 
strength driveshafl 
yoke is also specified, 
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SVT9s no-compromise approach 
worked wonders on the Cobra9s driveline, 
so similar techniques were used 

to improve the chassis. SVT applied a 

suspension tuningphibsophy caUed 

<controlled compliance= and tapped 

Jackie Stewart to help hone afiner 
balance between ride and handling 
attributes. 

The criticalground contactpatch is 

established with state-of-the-art tires: 

Goodyear Eagb P245/45ZR-17 rubber 
mounted to 17 x 7.5-inch cast aluminum 

wheels. Advanced rubber compounding 
and tire structure balance wet and 

dry adhesion, tire wear and rolling resis-

tance (fuel economy). 

SVT chassis engineers used a systems 

approach to achieve a superior com-

bination ofdynamic responses over a 

variety ofroad surfaces. With controlled 

compliance, the Cobra is thoroughly 

entertaining on a smooth, dry road but 
also takes the sting out ofbumpy 

pavement. 

Several suspension variabbs are softer 
and more compliant to assure that the 

wide tires maintain consistent contact 

with the road. In comparison with the 

Mustang GT, the Cobra9sfront anti-roll 
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bar is smaller in diameterand the 

rear springs have a lower rate. Shock-
absorber valving is subtly changed 
in the same vein to achieve a supple ride. 

High speed corneringpredictability is 

enhanced by the application ofhigher 
rate bushings at theforward end of 
the rear suspension9s upper control links. 
A near-neutral handling balance is 

maintained with significantly 
improved rough-road adhesion. 

In keeping with the Cobra9s quicker
acceleration and superior
handling attributes, the brake 
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system has been upgraded withfour-
wheel vented discs. The key gains 
are improvedpedalfeelandsuperior 
brake modulation. 

The Mustang Cobra is a supremely 
versatile sports-touring machine with 

an endearingpersonality. The driveline 

is quick and eager toplease. Wheel 
motions are limber and the chassis is 

sure-footed. Steering and brake response 

are linear and confidence inspiring. The 

brakes are there whenyou    need them.
